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Abstract

This study discusses the poetry of Abdu Othman, one of the modern Yemeni
poets. It specifically explains the technical qualities of Othman,s poetry. It shows the
poetic diction , the poet’s artistic vision and images, and music. Poems consequently
are explained and analyzed.

The study comes to the following conclusion:

The poetry of Abdu Othman is considered as modern poetry that enjoys
realistic dimensions. Political issues are REVOLUTION for him; his vision about
MINORITIES And freedom is deep. He is inspired by human heritage, myth and
symbol. Moreover the poet benefits from the narrative dramatic structure.

The language of the poet enjoys two qualities: the artistic and the political. It
is artistic because of its use of rhetoric speech as metaphor, and repetition. It is
political because of its use of the tone of the speeches, statements and prose writings.

The study ends with a discussion of the main errors found in Othman’s work.
These errors are prosodic grammatical, and linguistic. References are given.
