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Abstract

OBl or suspicion, is one of many significant meanings in man's

life because it denotes an inevitable consequence that confirms his
weakness in understanding evel)'thing around him. Therefore, concerning
all the matters that are conducive to leading him to the eternal happiness,
this man tums to think good thoughts about both His Creator and the
people with whom he lives. Thus why he rejects doubts and evil thoughts
in order not to be impatient, obsessive or suspicious.

This meaning, i.e. thinking evil, has multiple drifts in the Holy Koran;
and it has appeared in several indications all of which show its value and
importance. Accordingly, this paper attempts to study this meaning from
a semantic-structural view so that it may synthesize the meaning with the
structure. Thus, the heading of this paper is '"Words of Suspicion in the
Ho(v Koran: A Structural-Semantic Study'.

After scrutinizing the subject matter of this study, the researcher has
found that this paper goes along two tracks: the first is about those words
which are concerned with the verbs of conjecture and certainty; and the
other is related to the multi-meaning words of suspicion. Therefore, the
paper has been divided into two chapters.

The first chapter deals with the verbs of conjectures/suspicions and
opinions such as think, guess, opine, suppose, consider and so forth. The
nature and scope of this subject have not helped me subdivide this
chapter; therefore, I have confined myself to study those verbs one by one
in order to prove the following indications:

a) Conjecturedl 'thought evil' is proved to mean consideration, certitude,




lying, falsehood, fear, hope, accusation, weakness and oath.

b) Thought/deemed is proved to mean doubt, tmth, hope and estimation.
c) Allegedlclaimed is proved to mean saying/speech, invocation, lying,
claim and belief.

Whereas the second chapter has covered verbs with multiple meanings
anlOng which the meaning of suspicion has been proved through the
context of the study. A set of words is put under a separate section so that
this chapter is subdivided into four:

1- A section of the words of speech (said, called, made, threw and flung);
2- A section of the words offear and hope (feared, pleasedlwished, maybe
and perhaps);

3- A section of certainty (knew, considered, perceived and felt/sensed);
4- A section of words with multiple meanings (guessed, conjectured,
concealed, covered, hid, as if/as though and like).
