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Abstract

We dealt in our study of the narrative space of stories of Abdullah Salem
Bawazeer, with time and place. First chapter of the study consisted of time space in a
number of researches. We dealt in the first research with time of the text including
psychic time,, and natural time and then time of adventure, and time of writing and
reading. The second research contained time chronology of events by our dealing with
various forms of recourse and pre-emptive.

In the third research we dealt with continuity and movement of recital
through dealing with summarizing scene, and deletion, in the fourth research we dealt
with the them of (recurrence) in its three recital forms: author's recital, repeated and
single.
